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UC2.1 Community Feedback on Facilities?
The Parish of Upper Clatford is a vibrant and cohesive community, with a wide range of voluntary groups
and community led services. It is often a comment from visitors or local residents that this is the case.

Equally, residents in the parish have identified this as being a key characteristic and draw to living in the
village. In Q12 of the NDP Questionnaire, parishioners were asked to what defines the Parish identity
and the responses are shown below.

These results support the view that residents see the community, being in a tranquil and quiet
environment set in the countryside as being almost universally important.

UC2.3 Youth Related Community Facilities

The existing recreational and green spaces provide an important facility for residents in Upper Clatford.

e Balksbury Playing Field - In addition to being the main children’s play area for the community,
this open space, which is bounded to the north by the Pillhill Brook, is the venue for the Annual
May Fayre. It has children’s playground with swings etc. and is well used by the community.

o The Sports Field: This lies between Upper Clatford and Goodworth Clatford. It is laid out with
two football pitches and a cricket square and has team changing rooms. It is also used for village
events such as Clatfest.

e The Village Green: this open green space lies at the heart of the village. In addition to being
used by residents as a place to relax, the annual Guy Fawkes Bonfire is sited here.
